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 The organ tuition for liturgy programme is organised by the 
Advisory  Committee on Church Music, based at the National 
Centre for Liturgy, Maynooth, Co. Kildare 

 
 It is a transition course from piano to organ.  It provides     

an opportunity  for those who have acquired   a basic                
competence in the keyboard (grade 4/5  standard) to be       
introduced to the role of Church organist 

 
 The primary focus is on liturgical accompaniment, but        

students will also be trained in developing solo organ playing 
skills 

 
 Classes will be delivered in two semesters consisting of ten 

sessions in each  semester, from September to May, with       
examinations taking place in June 

 
 Classes, in as far as possible, will be organised to take place 

at venues to enable easy access for the participants 

 
 Participants are required to attend  a day of  appropriate     

liturgical study at the National Centre for Liturgy and to    
complete the given assignments in liturgy  

 
 Certification will be given for the following levels of   
       examination: 

 Foundation Level 

 Intermediate Level 

 Advanced Level
